Abstract and Poster Policies and Procedures for caBIG® Annual Meeting 
(Current 4/20/2010)
To promote information exchange and share lessons learned, the caBIG® Program invites participants to submit poster abstracts for consideration for this year’s caBIG® Annual Meeting. Posters will be on display throughout the duration of the meeting in conjunction with the caBIG® World’s Fair -  the exposition portion of the Annual Meeting. A small subset of abstracts may be selected for short talks. 
Please refer to the following instructions and guidelines prior to submitting an abstract and use of the Marks. Abstract submission opens April 26 and closes June 4. 

Abstract submissions are encouraged from anyone who is using, enhancing, or developing caBIG® tools or technology and should demonstrate any of the following:

· Approaches to data sharing and/or collaboration through caBIG® infrastructure and/or tools, including lessons learned

· Basic or clinical research challenges addressed, or problems solved, through the use of caBIG® infrastructure and/or tools 

· Adoption and use of caBIG® tools by an individual or organization with an emphasis on experiences and lessons learned about a specified process

· Adaptation of existing tools (in-house or commercial) to be interoperable with caBIG®, with an emphasis on lessons learned about the process

· Implementation of caGrid at an organization, with an emphasis on practical application and lessons learned about the implementation process

· Development and/or implementation of Enterprise Services and/or aspects of the Services Aware Interoperability Framework (SAIF) related to caBIG®
· Application of the Enterprise Compliance and Conformance Framework (ECCF) to achieve caBIG®-interoperability and/or conformance

· Approaches to achieving caBIG® semantic and syntactic interoperability, including but not limited to, working with widely recognized standards (e.g., BRIDG, CDISC, DICOM, HL7)

· caBIG® use cases 

· Development of caBIG® tools, infrastructure, standards, policies, data sources, or training activities

· Examples of community-generated code and/or modifications to caBIG® programs

Notification of abstract acceptance will be emailed in June to the person who submitted the abstract. If the person submitting did so on behalf of someone else, all correspondence and requirements should be directed to that third party.

You may also want to book your lodging early since the number of rooms reserved for attendees is limited. 

· Posters will be displayed as part of the World’s Fair. A small subset may be selected for short 10-minute oral presentations.  For questions, email caBIG-annualmeeting@mail.nih.gov

· The exact times of the World’s Fair remain to be determined. In years past, the World’s Fair was open throughout the conference with “staffed” times during the early evening.  Please check the meeting Web site soon for the schedule and times. 
· Abstracts musts be submitted online via https://cabig.nci.nih.gov/2010AnnualMeeting2/AbstractFolder. 

· Submitters may return to the online system to edit abstracts, revise information, or correct errors at any time before 11:59 p.m. ET on June 4. 

· Abstracts may be no longer than 300 words and may not use graphic symbols; abbreviations should be spelled out. 
· Accepted abstracts will be printed in the conference program book and posted to the caBIG® Web site after the meeting. 

· There is no limit to the number of abstracts an author may submit. If selected, the presenter must be one of the co-authors listed.  

· To withdraw a submitted abstract please send an email to caBIG-annualmeeting@mail.nih.gov with the title of the abstract and the submitter’s name. 

Preparing Your Poster and Use of caBIG® Marks
· A single poster may be no larger than 4 feet x4 feet. Poster presenters will share a 4 feet x 8 feet board. Boards will be double sided.  Every effort will be made to group posters according to area (e.g., Clinical Research, Architecture, Biorepository) and when applicable near technology demonstrations. 
· We understand there is interest in showing electronic demonstrations of poster content. We will offer small side tables for presenters’ laptops.    We recommend you plan to run on battery as electrical supply cannot be guaranteed. Internet connectivity within the expo hall may be limited as well; please plan accordingly. Use of a data projector or other equipment that will obstruct traffic flow between aisles is prohibited.  
· Poster locations will be given onsite at conference check-in. 

· Please consider providing your contact information or cell phone number at your board as a means for participants to contact you during the conference for more information.
· Please note and adhere to the policy for using caBIG® Marks including the caBIG® logo, the registered trademark “caBIG” and the registered trademark “cancer Biomedical Informatics Grid” as follows: 

· Use of the caBIG® Marks on posters approved for presentation at the 2010 caBIG® Annual Meeting by organizations already licensed to use the caBIG® Marks is within the scope of such license agreements and no further permission from the NCI is required.  

· All other organizations affiliated with individuals approved by the NCI to present posters at the 2010 caBIG® Annual Meeting, including those organizations currently in the course of negotiating license agreements with the NCI to use the caBIG® Marks, will be granted separate permission to use the caBIG® Marks solely for the specific purpose of exhibiting posters at the 2010 caBIG® Annual Meeting to be held September 13-15, 2010.   This one-time permission may not be used by an organization outside the scope of the purpose granted therein, and specifically may not be used to represent an organization’s product or service as being caBIG®-compatible at any level.

· In order to ensure quality and consistency, only the caBIG® logo provided by the caBIG® communications team may be used by presenters who have permission to use the caBIG® Marks.
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
